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CONCEPT

All civilised countries of the modern world treat the threats of global anthropogenic and environmental disasters, as well as efficient measure for their avoidance and clearance of their consequences as a priority. 
Chornobyl disaster, the problems related to the clearance of its consequences and further prospects of safe development of the nuclear energy sector occupy a special place in this context. 

Today, the widely known problem of Chornobyl disaster and its consequences requires deep rethinking for the mankind to start using safer nuclear energy technologies. 

Thus the conference should aim to use the Chornobyl lessons to ensure safety of nuclear energy and other potentially hazardous technologies, enhanced protection of the population and environment from the consequences of the anthropogenic emergencies. 

1. The main aim and task of the conference lies in covering the experience acquired by Ukraine, Russia, and Belarus in order to overcome the long-term consequences of Chornobyl accident, as well as to deliver and discuss reports on the following topics: 

· nuclear and radiation risks – cooperation between governments and population; 

· the strategy for treating radioactive waste and spent nuclear fuel; 

· development of the system for prevention and reacting to nuclear and other anthropological accidents, development of accident plans, raising public awareness and public involvement into the accident planning, post-accident radiation monitoring, modelling and calculation of the radiation exposure doses for the population; 

· ensuring radiation safety and protection of the public health under the conditions of the existing post-accident exposure, current radiological status and forecasts, Chornobyl experience; 

· social and economic development of the territories that were affected by Chornobyl accident, successful development models, overcoming stereotypes and improvement of the investment attractiveness of the regions; and
· advanced technologies and research achievements for the safety of the future. 

2. Format and Participants. The conference programme includes a visit to the exclusion zone, a classical music concert, and a buffet. The participants of the conference will include representatives of Ukraine, Belarus, Russia, EU Member States, G8 countries, UN and its organisations, as well as other foreign institutions. 
3. The conference will take place at the background of the indicated format of cooperation on behalf of UN, IAEA, UNESCO, the European Commission, and others.
