EU-Ukraine Cooperation in the field of EDUCATION.

Tempus

Since 1993 Ukraine has participated in the EC funded Tempus programme (Trans-European mobility scheme for university studies). Tempus has lead to the development of numerous new courses and curricula, in line with labour market needs. New teaching and assessment methods have been introduced in a number of Ukrainian Universities, which have lead to intensified student involvement. 
Tempus has also had an important input at participating universities, in the introduction of new degrees and the two level system. While relatively few universities so far have curricula and degrees which are fully in line with Bologna principles, where this is the case, this is mostly due to the participation in Tempus.

A total budget of € 53,03 million has been allocated trough Tempus projects to Ukraine since  1993.

A new Tempus under ENPI will be launched at the end of 2007. The programme will help promote voluntary convergence with EU developments in the field of higher education deriving from the Lisbon agenda and the Bologna process.

Erasmus Mundus Programme

The Erasmus Mundus programme is a co-operation and mobility programme in the field of higher education which promotes the European Union as a centre of excellence in learning around the world. It enhances the quality, visibility and attractiveness of European higher education in third countries by supporting European top-quality Masters Courses (Action 1) and partnerships with third-country universities (Action 3). It provides Community-funded scholarships for third-country students and scholars participating in the selected Masters Courses, as well as scholarships for EU students and scholars to spend some time at third-country universities (Action 2). Last but not least, it supports projects which aim at promoting the attractiveness of European higher education in the world (Action 4).
Since the launch of the programme in 2004, Erasmus Mundus has granted scholarships to 43 post-graduate Ukrainian students. 8 Ukrainian scholars have received a grant to teach or carry out research work for the Erasmus Mundus Masters Courses.

Erasmus Mundus External Cooperation Window scholarship scheme

The EC strengthens its commitment to higher education and to student and academic staff mobility through the launch of a new scholarship scheme: a special "Erasmus Mundus External Cooperation Window" open to 24 partner countries: Morocco, Tunisia, Algeria, Egypt, Israel, Jordan, Lebanon, Syria, Palestine, Russia, Ukraine, Belarus, Armenia, Moldova, Azerbaijan, Georgia, Iran, Iraq, Yemen, Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan, Tajikistan, Kyrgyzstan and Turkmenistan.  

The new window allows the award of a minimum of 1300 scholarships for exchanges between the EU and partner countries selected for this initiative. The new scholarship scheme covers mobility at undergraduate, master, doctorate, post-doctoral levels and exchanges of academic staff for purposes of teaching, training and research. 

The Erasmus Mundus External Cooperation Window scholarship scheme will work through annual calls for proposals; the first call for proposal was launched in February 2007.

Jean Monnet Programme
The Jean Monnet Programme is a Community action programme to promote bodies active at European level and supporting specific activities in the field of education and training. As of 2007, the new legal basis of the Jean Monnet Programme will form an integral part of the Lifelong Learning Programme for 2007-2013.

The European Commission's support measures for European integration studies are open to the world. They provide a response to the need for knowledge about European integration and aim to prepare the new generation of European affairs specialists. In universities throughout the world, the goal is to give greater visibility, at both international and national level, to scientific resources and academic activities in the field of European integration and European Union developments.

Universities from all countries, including Ukraine, are eligible to apply for Jean Monnet projects. 

The Jean Monnet Programme works through an annual call for proposals. The deadline for applications is usually in February-March of each year.
