The "community method" is the expression used for the institutional operating mode for the first pillar of the European Union. It proceeds from an integration logic and has

the following salient features:

- Commission monopoly of hte right of initiative;

- general use of qualified majority voting in the Council;

- an active role for the European Parliament in co-legislating frequently with the Council;

- uniformity in the interpretation of Community law ensured by the Court de justice.

The method used for the second and third pillars is similar to the so-called "intergovernmental method", with the difference that the Commission shares its right of initiative
with the Member States, the European Parliament is informed and consulted and the Council may adopt binding acts. As a general rule, the Council acts unanimously.

Nonetheless, the
current system will remain in force for a preparatory period, up to 2008 (the date envisaged for the entry into force of the new arrangements) with a transitional period of at
least 12 years.

93 DC - Developing countries: this term refers to the low- and middle-income countries in which most people have a lower standard of living with access to fewer goods and
services than do most people in high-income countries. There are currently about 125 developing countries, with populations over 1 million. As of 2000, 4.9 billion people
lived in developing countries. The GATT and other WTO agreements have special provisions for developing countries. These include: a significantly lower level of market
access commitments (i.e. higher tariffs or less open services commitments) and the possibility to be granted preferential access to developed countries’ markets, in
derogation from the MFN obligation (in the EU, for example, through use of our Generalised System of Preferences).

118 The purpose of the European Judicial Network (EJN) in criminal matters is to facilitate mutual judicial assistance in the fight against transnational crime. It originates in a
Joint Action adopted by the Council on 29 June 1998.

The judicial network is made up of contact points designed to enable local judicial authorities and judicial authorities in the other Member States to establish direct contacts
between themselves. These contact points also provide the legal or practical information necessary to help the authorities concerned to prepare an effective request for

judicial cooperation.

There is also a European Judicial Network in civil and commercial matters, established by Council Decision of 28 May 2001 and based on the network in criminal matters.

The European Constitution, currently being ratified, heralds a new stage in the development of a "judicial Europe" by providing for the adoption of laws and framework laws
designed to encourage support for the training of the judiciary.

at Union level are adopted by the Council, acting by a qualified majority.

With the abolition of the third pillar, which is provided for by the European Constitution currently being ratified, the decisions and framework decisions currently in use will
disappear and be replaced by European laws and framework laws.

135 Free riding occurs when one firm (or individual) benefits from the actions and efforts of another without paying for or sharing the costs. For example, a retail store may
initially choose to incur costs of training its staff to demonstrate to potential customers how a particular kitchen appliance works, in order to expand its sales. However, the
customers may later choose to buy the product from another retailer who is able to sell it at a lower price because his business strategy is to do without such training and
demonstration, thus avoiding the costs involved. This second retailer is thus viewed as "free-riding" on the efforts and costs incurred by the first retailer, who will lose the
incentive to continue demonstrating the product.

136 Freedom of establishment includes the right to take up and pursue activities as self-employed persons and to set up and manage undertakings, in particular companies or
firms within the meaning of the second paragraph of Article 48 (TEC), i.e., companies established under the conditions laid down for its own nationals by the law of the
country where such establishment is effected.

Furthermore, agreements containing black clauses can only exceptionally be exempted on the basis of an individual assessment.

197 These tasks were established in June 1992 at the Ministerial Council of the Western European Union (WEU) held at the Petersberg Hotel, not far from Bonn. On this
occasion, the WEU Member States declared their readiness to make available military units from the whole spectrum of their conventional armed forces for military tasks
conducted under the authority of the WEU. The different types of military tasks which the WEU can undertake were defined: apart from contributing to the collective defence
in accordance with Article 5 of the Washington Treaty and Article V of the modified Brussels Treaty, military units of WEU Member States may be employed for:

. humanitarian and rescue tasks;
. peace-keeping tasks;
. tasks of combat forces in crisis management, including peacemaking.

These tasks are today expressly included in Article 17 of the Treaty on European Union and form an integral part of the European Security and Defence Policy (ESPD).

199 The creation of a Planning and Early Warning Unit under the common foreign and security policy (CFSP) was driven by the idea that, if the CFSP is to be effective, it will
require earlier and more far-reaching analysis of external developments in the long, medium and short term. The decisions taken under the CFSP must therefore be
underpinned by more reliable briefings, which are available to all the Member States of the Union.

The Planning and Early Warning Unit was established by a declaration annexed to the Treaty of Amsterdam. The staff of the Unit, set up in autumn 1999, are drawn from the
General Secretariat of the Council, the Member States, the Commission and the Western European Union (WEU). Under the responsibility of the CFSP High Representative, the
Unit helps outline the strategic priorities for EU action by providing an assessment of the interests at stake and reasoned options for future policy.

200 police and judicial cooperation in criminal matters

Some of the policy areas previously covered by Title VI of the Treaty on European Union (Justice and Home Affairs or the "third pillar") were transferred to the first pillar by
the Treaty of Amsterdam. For those remaining in the third pillar, especially police and judicial cooperation in criminal matters, the Treaty of Amsterdam establishes one of the
Union's most important objectives: the creation of an area of freedom, security and justice. The aim is to provide the public with a high level of protection by preventing and
combating the phenomena of racism and xenophobia and other cross-border crime, including terrorism; trafficking in human beings and crimes against children; drug
trafficking; arms trafficking; corruption and fraud.

This is to be achieved by: closer cooperation between police forces and customs authorities through the European Police Office (Europol); closer cooperation between the
judicial authorities, including cooperation through the European Judicial Cooperation Unit (Eurojust), established by the Treaty of Nice; approximation, where necessary, of
rules on criminal matters in the Member States.

201 Replacing the Political Committee, the Political and Security Committee (PSC) follows international developments in the field of common foreign and security policy (CFSP),
helps to define policies and monitors their implementation. Under the authority of the Council, it is responsible for the political control and strategic guidance of crisis
management operations. Composed mainly of national representatives, the PSC is at the heart of crisis management activities. To ensure its smooth running, it is assisted by
a Politico-Military Group, a Committee for Civilian Aspects of Crisis Management, and the Military Committee (MC) and Military Staff (MS)
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202 Cooperation Group to Combat Drug Abuse and Illicit Trafficking in Drugs — a constituent part of the Council of Europe. Its members include EU Member States, the
European Commission and many other European and bordering countries. It assists countries to develop appropriate drug policies.
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204 The Union shall in particular ensure the consistency of its external activities as a whole in the context of its external relations, security, economic and development policies.
The Council and the Commission shall be responsible for ensuring such consistency. They shall ensure the implementation of these policies, each in accordance with its

respective powers (TEU 3)

205 Enormous investment is required if the candidate countries are to adapt their standards, especially their industrial and environmental norms, so as to comply with
Community legislation when they join the Union. The pre-accession aid for the period 2000-2006 for the countries of Central and Eastern Europe is a key element of the
European Union's strategy towards the candidates and involves two main components:

. the Phare programme, which finances the projects needed to adapt the candidate countries' administrative and legal systems and to develop their infrastructure;

. two assistance funds, which have been set up to manage additional aid;
- the first supports structural measures in the field of agriculture (SAPARD)
- the second finances infrastructure development in the fields of the environment and transport (Instrument for Structural Policies for Pre-Accession, ISPA); ISPA
plays the same role for the candidate countries as the Cohesion Fund does for certain Member States.
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206 On the basis of the Europe Agreements (association agreements with Central and Eastern European countries), in 1993 the Commission proposed that there be a
'structured dialogue' between the associated countries and the institutions of the Union in the form of meetings at which the different partners could consult each other. In
December 1994 the Essen European Council adopted a pre-accession strategy based on:

. deepening relations between the associated countries, the Member States and the institutions of the Union (strengthening the structured dialogue);
. implementation of the Europe Agreements;
. adaptation of the financial assistance provided by Phare.

At the December 1997 Luxembourg European Council a reinforced pre-accession strategy was launched for the ten Central and Eastern European applicant countries. It was
based on:

. the Europe Agreements;
. the accession partnerships and the national programmes for the adoption of the acquis;
. participation in certain Community programmes, agencies and committees.

For Cyprus, a special pre-accession strategy was put in place the same year. In 1998 a strategy was adopted for Malta. Since 1999 Turkey has also enjoyed the benefit of a
pre-accession strategy like the other candidate countries. Pre-accession strategies for Cyprus and Malta were based on:

. the association agreements;

. the accession partnerships and the national programmes for the adoption of the acquis;
. participation in Community programmes, agencies and committees;

. special pre-accession aid;

. in Turkey's case, a reinforced political dialogue.

212 private international law, as used in its broad sense, means the set of legal rules governing international relations between private individuals. The expression private
international law does not have the same meaning in all the Member States. In German and Portuguese law, for example, it refers solely to the rules on conflict of laws (see

applicable law), whereas in other systems it includes the rules on international jurisdiction and the recognition and enforcement of foreign judgments. All these rules relating
to the applicable law, international jurisdiction and the recognition and enforcement of foreign judgments provide solutions to the difficulties that can flow from the fact that a
single case can involve several separate legal systems. An example might be the case of a married couple of mixed nationality who are thinking of divorcing: which court will
have jurisdiction to order the divorce, and what law will it apply? Another example would be where an accident occurs in a Member State and prompts environmental pollution
that causes loss in several other Member States. Which State's courts should the victims go to? And which law will the courts apply? The sources of the rules of private
international law are the legislation, case-law and academic writings in each of the States. Despite the name, private international law is a creature of national law alone.
Certain of these national rules may have been standardised in international conventions and possibly also in Community instruments. Standardisation makes it possible to
avoid situations where the courts of two States claim jurisdiction under their national rules of private international law and give conflicting judgments in the same case.
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213 The Phare programme was launched in 1989 following the collapse of the communist regimes in Central and Eastern Europe. It was intended to help these countries
rebuild their economies.
